My name is
Weston MacIntosh, and I'm a Departmental Specialist for
the Bureau of Professional Licensing in the Department of
Licensing and Regulatory Affairs, and I will be
conducting the hearing today.

This is public hearing on proposed
administrative rules entitled "Genetic Counseling -
General Rules", "Medicine - General Rules", and
"Osteopathic Medicine and Surgery - General Rules". We
are conducting this hearing under the authority of the
Administrative Procedures Act, Public Act 306 of 1969, on
be behalf of the Department of Licensing and Regulatory
Affairs, Bureau of Professional Licensing.

We are here today to receive your
comments on proposed rules. If you wish to speak, please
make sure you have signed in and said that you wish to
speak.

The
second rule set that we'll take comments for is Medicine.
Do we have anyone who'd like to speak on Medicine? Do
you have a card you filled out?

CHRISTOPHER SALAZAR-FIELDS: I believe
I've already submitted written comments as well, and I
just kind of came here today to kind of emphasize the
importance of this matter, because I myself as well as a
few other residents that started with me in my program
under the current provisional rules are taking second

jobs because the M.D.s within the program are not allowed
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to obtain full licensure as their D.O. counterparts, and
I believe it's an inequality that's putting a burden on
those who wish to work during moonlighting hours outside
of the current curriculum in order for additional
learning experience and additional income. And again, I
just kind of wanted to come here to represent my fellow
colleagues and my fellow residents within my own program
as well as my own interest in getting the rule changed
for medicine licensure to be one year to be equivocal to
their D.0O. counterparts.
